This is a summary of important rules for this division and ones that are different from the full FIFA Laws of the Game. 





First rule is safety. No rule shall override the safety of the players.


The second rule is fun. This is not professional soccer; please focus on enjoyment and learning of the game.


Injury to any player is an immediate stop to the game, regardless of which team has the advantage. If a foul was committed, a free kick restarts the game. Otherwise, use a drop ball to restart.


Dangerous play, including high kicks when an opponent is nearby, endangering the goalie within the penalty box, or slide tackling, is an automatic foul and free kick.


Ball size: #4


Field size: Mini 60 x 40 yards


Minutes per half: 30 min


Goal dimensions: 16 x 6 ft. If permanent posts are not available, corner flags should be used. Mark the corners with cones.


Minimum players on field: 5


Maximum players on field: 7


NO jewelry or hats permitted


Teams opposite side from parents: both teams occupy the same sideline which is opposite the sideline with parents/spectators


No one allowed behind the goal line. Everyone must be at a sideline.


Distance from ball on restarts: 6 yards 


Offside rule does not apply.


A player who attempts to prevent the Goalkeeper from putting the ball into play by standing directly in front of the Goalkeeper is an automatic foul and free kick.


When can you substitute players: 


Goal kicks, Goals, Half time, Injury, or for an ejected player


Throw ins, if the attacking team requests, either team may sub


You cannot substitute on corner kicks, free kicks, or on the fly


Game sheets are required for each game


Throw ins are a teaching opportunity for the coaches and referee


A player will get two attempts to throw the ball, after which a free kick is awarded to the other team to restart the game.


At the point of throwing the ball, the thrower must:


Face the field of play


Have part of each foot on the ground at or behind the line


Use both hands and throw the ball from behind and over the head


All free kicks are direct; a goal can be scored directly by the kicker
